
These are the notes on the first string (also called the "high e" string) of your guitar.  This is the thinnest
 string and so it has the highest pitch.  You need to memorize these notes, both their location on the staff
 and their position on the guitar.
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Here are some exercises using the notes that you have just learned. Play them first at 60bpm on your metronome 
and then slowly increase your speed to 120bpm. (This is the meaning of the double metronome marking.)
